From the history of
art to Dentistry
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Dentistry as a scientific field cannot be regarded only as a set of theoretical knowledge. Instead,
it encapsulates a series of defined actions and practices which aim at cure or relief of the patient.
This fact makes it an art as well according to the Hippocratic standard. It borrows skills and
techniques from other arts such as metallurgy or ceramics to apply them in the manufacturing
dental prostheses. Etruria, for example, was one of the leading metallurgical centers of the ancient
world. The Etruscans manufactured elaborate metal objects of incomparable quality and bigh
construction, before creating the first dental prostheses in Western Dental tradition, for purely
aesthetic reasons again.

Generally, we can say that casting, inlaying and pottery were used primarily to meet other needs
of buman activity and subsequently, the acquired know-how was applied in the field of dentistry.
Art and Science go together in barmony that is a matter discussed in the bistory of aesthetic theories
and in contemporary Epistemology. However, in dental theory and practice they acquire meaning

and content.
