Bernhard Gottlieb and the historical
influence of the Vienna School in
the evolution of Dentistry
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Already in the 19th century, Bernbard Gottlieb and other prominet members of the Vienna School have
developed intense research and writing activitiy in differetn areas of Dentistry and Oral Biology

The present paper aims to provide a brief review of the life and work of the great chlinician and bis
students in relation to the overall poitical and scientific situation, from the years of their activity in
Europe until the rise of Nazism and their mandatory relocation to USA. Their contribution to the
development of areas of Dentistry, Oral Biology and Periodontology was particularly important.

The research work of Bernbard Gottlieb and the Vienna School members contributed decisively to the
consolidation of the scientific foundation of clinical Dentistry, initially in Europe and then in the United
States, while significantly broadening the scope of the basic principles of biology in Dentistry.

Today, it is widely believed, that the major «legacy» of Gottlieb and the Vienna School members to the
next deneration of clinicians was the establishment of the importance of research and the understanding

of biological principles for the proper exercise of clinical practice.
