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In this review is attempted a most comprebensive summary of a larger group of painful syndromes
of the craniofacial complex, according to the categorization of the last three classifications of the
International Headache Society (IHS 1988, 2004, 2013). These classifications includes also the
functional disorders of the stomatognathic system, along with other diseases of nose, ears, neck, eyes,
etc. The selection was based on their relationship and their localization in craniofacial complex and
always with regard to the Orofacial Pain. The main reason leading to the reporting and evaluation
of these conditions, is the fact that they are often involved, overlapping or associating (comorbidity)
with Orofacial Pain and general dysfunction of the stomatognathic system, creating deadlocks or
differential diagnostic dilemmas similar to communicating vessels, obstructing the correct diagnosis.
Therefore it is very important the good knowledge of these conditions, as a unique tool in the hands
of the expert, but also the general dentist, mainly in terms of awareness of the latter, since such

situations are not rare cases, in the everyday dental practice .
