Adverse reactions to materials used
in the dental practice: Part 11
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Dental care is closely connected with the use of dental materials. Sometimes the use of such materials can
cause adverse reactions not only to the patient but also to the dentist and the dental personnel‘ Adverse
reactions in the working environment usually occur due to lack of safety measures. While, absence of
safety protocols during the bandling and transfer of these materials increase the risk of exposure and
thus adverse reactions can appear. Adverse reactions have a negative q(fect on the employees working
ability and quality of life. In some cases it can be a reason to be dismissed from his work. From the recent
literature review we conclude that the most common adverse reaction in the working environment and
specifically related to dental personnel is contact dermatitis. The first step to prevent adverse reactions
from happening is to awaken the dental personnel towards the dangers that involve the inappropriate use
of dental materials. At the same time, manufacturing companies should reinforce this effort by placing
adequate safety labels on their products warning for possible adverse reactions. Simply by treating
adverse reactions will not belp us resolve or minimize the effect. Doctors bave the obligation to record and
report the cases to the official organizations because this is the only way we can achieve a systematic
documentation and have a realistic view of the incidences. These data will allow us to use dental materials
with safety and confidence in the future.
