Prosthetic rehabilitation of a lateral
mandibulectomy defect. A case
report

Maxillofacial prosthetics is the branch of prosthodontics providing the prosthetic rebabilitation
of intraoral and extraoral defects created by disease, injury, surgery, or congenital malformation.
Acquired defects of the mandible result from tumor ablative surgery for cancers of the tongue, floor
of the mouth and alveolar process. Management of these tumors it is a challenge for the therapeutic
team (surgeon-radiation therapist-prosthodontist), since it presents with functional and estbetic problems
relating to the loss of important anatomic structures. Effective management of patients with head and
neck cancer comsists of a true multidisciplinary approach. The constructed treatment course involves
systemic chemotherapy, radiotherapy and surgical intervention followed by prosthetic rebabilitation.
Preoperative communication between the prosthodontist and the maxillofacial surgeon is important.
Patients are referred to the maxillofacial prosthodontist as early as possible in their treatment workup to
evaluate the facial and oral status and discuss the treatment options of reconstruction. The maxillofacial
prosthodontist is an integral member of the therapeutic team, since survivorship and rebabilitation are
closely interacting concepts when applied to the cancer experience. Treatment is not only focused on the
control or eradication of the disease itself, but also on restoration of the cancer patients’ quality of life and
functional status. Preoperative communication between the prosthodontist and the maxillofacial surgeon
redarding the proposed surgical and adjunctive treatments, including rebabilitation considerations is
important. A clinical case of prosthetic rebabilitation of the maxilla following maxillectomy will be
presented.
