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The transplantation of teeth is a technique which has been described from the 18" century. Afterwards,
during the decade of 1950, the technique of autotransplantation has been described for the replacement
of decayed first molars from bealthy third molars. Today, it is an alternative method in cases of missing
teeth reducing the need for immediate prosthetic restorations.

The aim of the present paper is to perform a review of the literature referring to the indications, contra-
indications, complications and also the factors which may lead to success of this method. In addition,
the contemporary surgical technique is described and will be pointed out the contribution of the new
developments in the field of dentistry. More specifically, CBCT and the construction of a model similar
to the donor tooth through a special software with the use of a three dimensional printer bas led to
high percentages of success. Afterwards, the desired recall protocol is presented, which will insure the
success of the autotransplantation and the vitality of the tooth in its new position. The prognosis of the
autotransplanted tooth can be favorable, as far as the vitality of the tooth, it approaches 90% after a
year and the bealing of the periodontal tissues is concerned.

In conclusion, the progress in dentistry with the CBCT and the three dimensional print of the donor
tooth, allow to the surgeon to feel much safer during the surgery, reduce the time needed for the surgery
and make the whole procedure more predictable. The above mentioned are determining factors for the
application of the method of autotransplantantion, especially in growing patients.
