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The definition of a disease is given by each existing available scientific knowledge and evidence.
The characters that define an illness are sometimes general and other times more specific, for
instance the etiology and patbogenesis of tuberculosis. But when the characters are known, then the
identification of the disease is accomplished or attempted by the morbid events, for example migraine.
Consequently, the distinction between different diseases, achieved by means of differential diagnosis,
which aims to distinguish different diseases that share common morbid events. The aim of this review
is the exact quote where possible morbid elements that guide the differential thought of the clinician
who bas been dealing with oral pathology and especially with Craniomandibular Disorders.
Among them we have selected a number of the most important and usual ones, which we encounter
in the daily practice. The datum of complexity that characterizes the stomatognathic system and
its connection to the general bealth, update the information given to the reader. Particular empbasis
is given to the painful situations that produce Orofacial pain and the importance of which is
demonstrated by the fact that they are included in both rankings (1988-2004) of the International
Headache Society.
