Classification and surgical
approach of advanced cases in
modern implant dentistry
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During the clinical practice of Implantology it is evident that neither all cases bave the same diffi-
culty level nor tbey present the same risk of complications. The knowledge, skill and experience of
the individual clinician influence bis objectivity in classifying a specific case as straightforward (low
difficulty-risk), advanced (moderate difficulty-risk) or complex (bigh difficulty-risk). Therefore it is
clear that more objective classification criteria are needed in order to assist the treating clinician to es-
timate the complexity of the surgical procedure required. The surgical parameters that characterize a
specific case as “advanced” refer to the dimensions of the available bone, the aesthetic risk and the pos-
sibility of complications, which in turn is associated with the anatomical risks and the complexity of
operations required per site. The difficulty of the surgical approach increases whenever there is a plan
for: ridge preservation or augmentation techniques, immediate implant placement with adjunctive hard
/ soft tissue grafting and flapless procedures with or without computer guided assistance. Cases which
require implant-site preparation utilizing techniques such as ridge splitting, distraction osteotomy, si-
nus elevation, and autologous oral or extra-oral bone harvesting procedures, are considered “complex”
due to high surgical demands on the clinician and the bigh incidence of complications and failures.
The purpose of this review is to analyze the clinical parameters (surgical approach) which classify a
case as “advanced”, and to present representative clinical cases that will belp in understanding the stages

of the surgical approach.
