Determining the significance of jaw
registrations in fixed-removable
prosthodontics

Prosthetic restorations design is based on articulator mounting of the patient's casts using the ap-
propriate registrations for each case. Ideally, an interocclusal registration should be the accurate
and dimensionally stable reproduction of the space between the occlusal surfaces of opposite jaws,
which in this manner is transferred to the articulator. Mounting accuracy plays a significant
part in the construction of better quality and more accurate prosthetic restorations. Interocclusal
registrations employed in fixed prosthodontics are facebow registrations, centric relation and maxi-
mum intercuspation registrations and registrations of eccentric movements (edge-to-edge and lateral
movements).

A wide variety of materials bas been used in the past and is still being used depending on the case
such as wax of various types, zinc oxide-eugenol paste, compound, acrylic resin, elastomeric ma-
terials, and combinations.

The present study stresses the significance of various types of interocclusal registrations in case as-
sessment, prosthetic procedure and design of the final prosthetic restorations.

For this reason, a partially edentulous clinical case was selected, with loss of posterior support, and
skewed occlusal plane at both the frontal and sagittal aspect, as well as notable lack of symmetry
between the right and left side of the face. The prosthetic rebabilitation procedure is described in
detail, empbasizing the type of interocclusal registrations appropriate for each step.
