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The beight of the abutment teeth plays a critical role as there are specific guidelines established as
far the minimum beight is concerned. This size is determined by each manufacturer and related to the
effective functioning of the attachment. Several commercially available attachments can be found in
various sizes, with manufacturers reccommending using the largest possible . It is therefore crucial to know
the beight in the cervical-occlusal dimension of potential abutment tooth in order to choose the most
appropriate attachment. The lack of sufficient literature on the beight of teeth in the Greek population
and the possibility or not to use attachments triggered the realization of this study.

The purpose of our study was to determine the beight of the teeth which would be used as abutment
teeth of partial dentures and to investigate the possible relationship between the beight and the size of the
attachment as well as to explore their possible application to a Greek population.

The population sample of the study consisted of 60 patients and 109 teeth were examined. In most patients,
the use of semiprecision attachments is feasible These results are in accordance with the literature referring
to a mediterranean population. In only 0.97% of the teeth (1.67% of the patients) no attachment could
be applied. Small sized attachments were applied at 32% of the teeth, medium sized attachments at
49,54% of the teeth and large sized attachments at 17.43% of the teeth. There is a stastically significant
correlation between each subgroup of teeth and the attachment size. There is no relationship between the

gender of the patients and attachment size, as well as between the age of the patients and each subgroup
of teeth.
