Emergency postoperative
complications in Oral Surgery

Oral Surgery constitutes the surgical aspect of everyday Dental Practice. Simple and complicated
extractions, impacted teeth removal, implant placement, removal of benign lesions of the oral mucosa, are
interventions that general dental practitioners are able to accomplish. The prerequisites that they need
to fulfill are that they are familiar with the basic principles of surgery, they are able to identify the level
of difficulty of each operation and they are familiar with ways of dealing with possible complications
that might occur.

The purpose of this studyis to present the possible postoperative complications and to discuss about their
diagnosis and treatment.

Itisimportanttonote that pain, swelling and trismusare not to be considered as complications but as
natural sequelae of any surgical operation.

The most frequent postoperative complications are:

1. Postoperative bleeding 2. Oroantral communication

3. Wound infection 4. Soft tissue damage 5. Dry socket 6. Postoperative wound infection

7. Emphbysema 8. Fracture of the mandible 9. Nerve damage

From these, fracture of the mandible, nerve damage, soft tissue damage , and partially emphysema are
intraoperative complications which are mentioned here because they are treated post-operatively.

Post operative bleeding, dry socket and wound infection are considered true post-operative complications.
Finally, oroantral communication, although best/ideally treated intraoperatively, is usually diagnosed
and treated postoperatively
