Assessment of the degree of
difficulty of interventions in Oral
Surgery
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Dento-alveolar Surgery, which is an important part of Oral Surgery, forms a daily surgical act in a
modern dental clinic.

Specifying the level of difficulty of any surgery is very important for the General Dentist for two main
reasons: firstly, it belps the General Dentist realise if they bave the ability to perform a surgery and
secondly, it belps the General Dentist inform patients on the seriousness of their problem and guide them
by referring them to an expert for furtber treatment.

This paper aims to inform General Dentists on the evaluation of the level of difficulty of surgeries — not
only of Dento-alveolar Surgery, but, in general, of all operations included in Oral Surgery (surgery of
malignant tumours of the oral mucosa, pre-implant surgery, implantology surgery ).

In order to achieve greater coverage of the variety of cases, Oral Surgery operations bave been classified
as follows:

A. Tooth removal operations, B. Tooth retention operations

C. Benign intra-osseous defect removal operations, D. Soft tissue benign lesions removal operations,

E. Pre-implant surgery operations and F. Implant placement operations

The first effort to evaluate the level of difficulty of Oral Surgery operations was made in 1999 by Sailer
and Pajarola in their book entitled ‘Oral Surgery for the General Dentist’. The authors introduced the
SAC classification, based on the initials of the words Simple, Advanced and Complex.

Ten years later, Dawson et al (2009). transferred this classification to the field of implantology,
replacing ‘Simple' with 'Straightforward’.

Surgeries are categorised by examining certain general parameters, such as patients’ general bealth, the
possibility of complications and adjacency to anatomic components, and subsequently by examining the
special parameters which form the difficulty of each surgery.
