Immediate flapless implant
placement into fresh extraction
sockets and immediate
prorisionalization

The use of implants in rebabilitation of complete or partial edentulism bas been nowadays a common
treatment option due to bigh success and survival rates they demonstrate throughout the years. The last
few years the conventional protocol of implants’ placement bas been reviewed in order to offer a simpler
and faster solution for both the patient and the dentist. Towards this purpose the progress includes
the immediate placement of implants in fresh extraction sockets which offers not only decreased treat-
ment time-the initial request-, but also gives clinician the opportunity of flapless approach. With this
protocol,soft tissue architecture as well as blood supply from periosteum in the surgical area are main-
tained. Few clinical data are available on the immediate placement in chronic periapical infected sites.
Another review in the conventional protocol is immediate provisionalization which allows the patient to
restore bis edentulism with a non-removable prosthesis immediately and aesthetically. The combination
of immediate implant placement and immediate provisionalization decreases the treatment time,allows
fewer surgical procedures and increases the patient’s acceptance in a treatment plan which includes
implants. These techniques, however, require advanced clinical experience and surgical judgement as well
as complete radiographic imaging. A case of a 75-year-old male patient is reported with functional and
esthetic problems in the mandibular anterior region where the treatment plan includes teeth extractions,
immediate placement of three implants,immediate provisionalization and manufacture of a metal-ceramic

implant-supported bridge.
